Questions and Answers...

For 
reimbursement information contact your 
VA or DANTES education officer prior 
to enrolling.

Q.	 Will my employer reimburse me for 
my tuition?

A.	 Some students may be eligible for full 
or partial reimbursement of their tuition 
by their employers.  Your company 
may be able to take advantage of The 
Employee Education Assistance Act (IRS 
Code, Section 127).  Check with your 
supervisor or personnel department.
